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STATUTORY CROFT HOUSE AND GARDEN GROUND DECROFTING

LEGAL REQUIREMENTS
Section 25

The Commission must make a decrofting Direction where the application relates to the croft house site and they are satisfied that the extent of any garden within the site is appropriate for the reasonable enjoyment of the dwellinghouse as a residence.

The Commission must inform appropriate interested persons that the final decision or determination whether or not to give a direction may be appealed to the Scottish Land Court.

POLICY 
In satisfying themselves of the extent of the garden ground that is to be decrofted, the Commission will take account of the extent of the area that has been, or is to be, granted in the crofter’s Title.  Where the whole of the croft is owned by the crofter, the Commission will consider what extent of land can readily be identified as being the existing garden ground of the site to be decrofted.

Considerations when deciding statutory house site and garden ground decrofting applications
Promoting Occupancy

1. Ensure that the extent of the land to be decrofted is reasonable for the enjoyment of the dwellinghouse as a residence.
Active Land Use

1. Whether approval of the application would impede access to another part of the croft or other croft land.
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
