 
Designation of New Areas for Crofting
 
The Crofting Reform etc Act 2007 allows Scottish Ministers to designate new areas in Scotland, where crofts can be created with the approval of the Crofters Commission.  

Ministers have now designated the following new areas:

· That part of the local government area of Highland that is outwith the existing crofting counties 

· The local government area of Moray 

· The local government area of Argyll and Bute, the parishes of Kingarth, North Bute and Rothesay 

· The local government area of North Ayrshire,  the islands of Arran (including Holy Island and Pladda), Great & Little Cumbrae.   

 
New registered crofts within the designated areas will be eligible for Scotland Rural Development Programme support in the same way as any other agricultural enterprise. 
 
Changes are in train to amend eligibility for support under the Croft House Grant Scheme and the Crofting Counties Agricultural Grants (Scotland) Scheme to extend the coverage of these Scheme to the new designated areas.
